The Gobi desert, one of the world's great deserts, covers much of the southern 

part of Mongolia. Unlike the Sahara there are few sand dunes in the Gobi; rather 

you'll find large barren expenses of gravel plains and rocky outcrops. The climate 

here is extreme. Temperatures reach +40° C. in summer, and -40 in winter. Great 

Gobi National Park is one of the largest World Biospheres, with an area larger 

than Switzerland. It contains the last remaining wild Bacterian (two-humped) 

camels and a small population of Gobi bears, the only desert-inhabiting bear 
 
2.   Visit North Mongolia ς Khuvsgul lake ς containing 2 % of the world fresh water. 
 
 

      Khuvsgul lake is one of the Mongolian National parks. The Tsaatan people, an ethnic group 

of nomades in Mongolia  being reindeer herders, live there. Lake Khuvsgul is situated on the 

north edge of Mongolia, and it covers an area 2,612 square kilometers.  Lake Khuvsgul, the    

second largest freshwater lake in the world after Lake Baikal in Buryatia, is popular for its pure 

water, awesome Alpine-like landscapes and wonderful wildlife. Lake Huvsgul region is a 

destination in itself and an entire tour could be devoted to this specific part of Mongolia. Because 

it is so highly situated, 1,624 m above the sea level, it is quite cold all year.   In the national park 

there are two towns: Khatgal and Khankh. You can visit the forest and the steppe where the 

Tsaatans live. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
3. Visit Terelj  National park ς close to Ulaanbaatar city ς stay at a camp site and 

enjoy the quietness and beauty of nature. 
 
 
 

 
 

 

Terelj National park is recognized as a part of the huge Khan Khentii reserve and 

was established as a Strictly Protected Area in 1992. The park's most spectacular 

features are its huge granite blocks and cliffs as well as meadows rich in wild 

flowers.  

 

 

 



 

Terelj offers fascinating rock formations against a background of pine covered 

mountains.  

The average elevation is about 1600 m., with peaks reaching 2900 m. The park is 

rich in flora and fauna and reminds of beautiful Alpine valleys.  

The distance from Ulaanbaatar is nearly 50 km. Its green meadows carpeted with 

Edelweiss and a dazzling variety of other wild flowers attract nature lovers. 

Typical round rock masses determine the look of the overwhelming nature. It is a 

wonderful hiking and horse riding area. You can visit a nomad's family or just let 

yourself be absorbed in the silence of nature.

Ulaan Tsutgalan: Waterfall. The Ulaan river, which flows into the Orkhon river, forms a waterfall 

of about 20-meters. A stream of lava from a volcano at the source of the Tsagaan Azarga river 

filled in the Orkhon River valley, and with the passing of time the canyon was formed by the 

further action of the wind. orkhon valley  A huge valle of one of the few rivers in 

mongolia.In Arkhaghai Aimag, Central Mongolia. The Orkhon flows through a 

vast plain which has some espectacular views in the areas where volcanic
